Approval of Agenda and Minutes

Report from Co-Chairs

Halton Ward 4 Accommodation Update

A final decision has not yet been made.  The Board may be conducting further studies relating to the success of single track v dual track French immersion schools.

Principal’s Report

Traditionally Jump Rope for Heart takes place in the spring.  Due to this year’s spring fundraiser, Abracadabra for Emersyn, Jump Rope for Heart will be cancelled for this year only.
