Principal’s Report

1) New staffing update due to come in the next few weeks. Numbers may decrease with 100 students leaving the school to go to Palermo.

2) New VP to be announced soon.
3) Smart Boards –$3750 was set aside for the school for Literacy Place last year but was not needed so the school asked if the money could be used for Smartboards instead. Council voted to give $3750 from funds raised last year to assist in the purchase of new SmartBoards. Funds raised from the Dance-a-thon along with the $3750 will be used to purchase 3 SmartBoards.
4) School Improvement Plans – The $4000 that council donated to the school to go towards the School Improvement Plans has been spent on the following:
· Literacy ($1000) – Recording machines were purchased to assist with reading.

· Numeracy ($1000) – Manipulatives such as geo-boards and calculators were purchased.
· Safety & Wellbeing ($1000) – Outdoor equipment was ordered.
· Special Education ($1000) – A special music program and sensory tools have been purchased. Leftover funds will set aside for a trip with the students and their EA’s.
5) Grade 8 Graduation – A note will go out soon asking for a parent volunteer committee to run the Grade 8 Graduation Party. Grade 7 parents will be asked to donate a food item, set up time or chaperone time for the event. The decorations also need to be replaced so the council expects a request for donation shortly.
Treasurer’s Report

Council has asked that any leftover funds remain in the account for next year for the new staff’s needs. Ms. Sahai anticipates that the school staff will be able to let us know their plans by the end of October.
