Approval of Agenda and Minutes

Agenda was approved as amended.  Minutes for the February 8th meeting were approved as presented.

Report from Co-Chairs

HDSB Healthy School Recognition Program

Alka will speak to Ms. Stevenson to determine whether CRW already qualifies for recognition as a healthy school.

Fun Fair

June 22nd has been set as the date for Fun Fair this year.  A general discussion took place relating to activities and volunteer requirements.  This year there will be only two bouncys and no dunk tank.  Mrs. Novakovic will run a silent auction and each class will contribute a basket based on a theme.  The Grade 8 students will assist, including playing music throughout the night.  A list of activities will be circulated and Council Members are asked to sign  up to coordinate at least one activity.  
A motion was made to set aside $3,000 for costs to set up Fun Fair.  Motion was approved.

Survey

Council reviewed the parent survey and decided to conduct it online.  It is hoped that the feedback will provide guidance as to how Council should focus its efforts.  A backpack note will go home advising parents of the survey.  A motion was made to spend $100.00 setting up the online survey.  Motion was approved.

Principal’s Report

Trish Gordon started today as the interim Vice Principal.  The School Board is meeting on March 3rd to determine who will be appointed the new permanent VP and when that person will start.

Danceathon has raised $9,600.00 to date which will be used to purchase Smart Boards.  One will be placed in the library and there will be two movable Boards, one for each floor.  

Alka questioned Council if the remaining funds reserved to purchase Literacy Place ($3,750) could be reallocated to help purchase Smart Boards.   Once Alka has determined how much the school will need to purchase 3 Smart Boards she will present her findings to council. 
An art show is being held at the Oakville Museum to aid Haiti.  Another community based activity to show support for Haiti will be held.

There is $300-$400 left over from the Food for Thought program which will be set aside to purchase food for students who come to school without a lunch.  Lunch Lady funds will not be needed for the “Angel Fund” and will be set aside for now.

Treasurer’s Report

A summary was presented.  It was noted that $3,750.00 has been set aside for Literacy Place.

$1,200.00 will be given to Palermo Council for the 120 students from CRW that will move to the new school.

Council’s bank account cannot exceed a certain limit at the end of a school year unless it has been earmarked for a specific purpose.  Council members were asked to consider what Council should allocate its surplus funds for.  Further discussion will take place at the next Council meeting.  The parent survey may assist.
